Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity 

 
 
SUMMARY: 
 
A public hearing has been scheduled to consider issuing the Certificate of Public 

Convenience and Necessity for City Cabs of Wytheville, LLC for the operation of 

taxicabs during 2006. Section 7-113 of the Town Code requires that the Council 

conduct an annual hearing for the purpose of determining the number of vehicles for 

which certificates shall be issued during the calendar year. Two matters to be reviewed 

by the Council in the course of issuing the certificate include an evaluation of the 

vehicles and evidence of the appropriate liability insurance. Enclosed is an evaluation 

from the Police Department certifying that the vehicles to be used by this company are 

of acceptable standards, and also enclosed is the insurance plan application. The Code 

sets forth that the companies must have $50,000 insurance for the injury or death to 

one person in any one accident, $100,000 insurance for the injury or death to two or 

more persons in any one accident, and property damage in any one accident in the 

amount of $5,000. The company has the required amounts of insurance. Action on the 

issuance of this certificate will be taken during the regular session.
