BUDGET AND FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT

FEBRUARY 13, 2006

We have received a request from the HOPE, Incorporated Board requesting
reimbursement for the real estate property tax paid on their office facility located at 680
West Main Street. HOPE, Incorporated occupies the office space formerly owned by
Appalachian Power Company, and it is currently owned by Mr. and Mrs. George Keck
of Ceres, Virginia. Mr. and Mrs. Keck provide this office space to HOPE, Incorporated
rent free, and HOPE, Incorporated is responsible for day to day operational expenses,
including property taxes. The HOPE, Incorporated office complex houses eight different
non-profitthuman service agencies. The total value of the request made by HOPE,
Incorporated is $500.80. The property taxes in question actually involve two parcels,
one being the parcel of land on which the actual office building is located, which has a
tax assessment of $352.48. Immediately adjacent to the office building is a vacant
parcel of land which has a tax assessment of $148.32. Last year, the reimbursement to
HOPE, Incorporated was merely for the value of the building and land on which the
office building is situated. The vacant parcel of land has a separate title and could
reasonably be sold for some other purposes. It is the recommendation of the Budget
and Finance Committee that the Town make a donation of $500.80 to Hope,
Incorporated provided that if, at any time during the upcoming year, the vacant parcel
of land is sold, the tax assessment of $148.32 on this vacant parcel of land will be

reimbursed to the Town.



2. Over the past several months, the Town has been making certain improvements to the
West End Cemetery. The initial project began with the removal of the row of hemlock
trees that were situated on the border between the West End Cemetery and West Lee
Highway. All of the hemlock trees were diseased, and many of these trees had already
died. Subsequently, all of the trees and stumps were removed along the boundary.
Next, we have constructed new columns and wing walls at the entrance to the
cemetery, greatly enhancing the entrance. These columns and walls were constructed
with granite blocks. This past week, at our Committee meeting, we reviewed plans for
landscaping along the boundary where the hemlock trees were removed. The plan
involves the planting of trees and shrubberies in a clumped fashion rather than
continuously along the border. We have looked at a variety of trees that will be
attractive throughout all four seasons and add beauty to the cemetery. We believe that
landscaping in these “clumped” areas will be far more attractive than the previous row
of hemlocks. Hopefully, within the next few weeks, we will finalize our landscape plans
and proceed with purchasing the landscape material such that it can be planted when
the spring season begins. These improvements will be funded from the Cemetery
Maintenance Trust Fund. There is no action required by the Council at this time, but we
did want to make everyone aware that our enhancements to West End Cemetery

would continue.

PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE REPORT

FEBRUARY 13, 2006

Our Committee received a request to provide additional street lighting along
Rockdale Road. Rockdale Road serves as the northern boundary of the Town’s
corporate limits and lies between Cove Road and Fairview Road. Currently, there
is street lighting at Rockdale Road’s intersection with Cove and Fairview Roads.
There are no other streetlights provided elsewhere along this section of roadway.
We have reviewed this request and do not believe that additional lighting along
this section of roadway is warranted. There are relatively few dwellings along this
section of roadway, and providing street lighting would be expensive to install and
to maintain and would serve very few citizens. Therefore, it would be the
recommendation of the Public Works Committee that we not provide additional

street lighting along Rockdale Road.

We have received inquiries concerning turning restrictions at two intersections in
the downtown area. The first inquiry involves the prohibition of left turns from
Main Street, for traffic heading in either direction, at the intersection of Church
and Tazewell Streets. This is the only intersection remaining on Main Street that
has left turn restrictions. When the left turn restrictions were implemented on
Main Street, the volumes of traffic were so heavy that left turns caused
congestion. We do not think that is the case any longer and would agree that the
restriction of left turns at this location is no longer needed. With regard to this

intersection, we would recommend that the restrictions be removed and that left



turns be permitted. Secondly, both approaches of Tazewell Street to Monroe
Street prohibit right turn on red movements. We have reviewed this intersection
and find that the sight distance from both approaches on Tazewell Street onto
Monroe Street is adequate and that right turns on red could be made safely. By
eliminating this restriction, traffic on Tazewell Street seeking to make a right turn
can proceed and, thus, eliminate the backing up of traffic along these two
sections. With regard to this intersection, it is the recommendation of the Public
Works Committee that the “No Right Turn On Red” restrictions be removed,

thereby permitting these right turn movements.

The Planning Commission conducted a public hearing Thursday night regarding
the request of the Joint Industrial Development Authority of Wythe County,
Wytheville, and Rural Retreat for the rezoning of Parcels A, B, and C in the
Fairview Industrial Park, which is located on the north side of North Fourth Street
between Stafford Umberger Drive and Tremough Drive, from M-1 Industrial
to R-3 Residential. The application, staff report, and recommendation of the
Planning Commission is enclosed.

The Planning Commission also conducted a public hearing to consider the

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JOINT INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT
AUTHORITY REZONING REQUEST

Staff Report

Therequest of the Joint Industrial Development Authority for the rezoning of Parcels
A, B, Cin the Fairview Industrial Park, which is located on the north side of North
Fourth Street between Stafford Umberger Drive and Tremough Drive, from M-1
Industrial to R-3 Residential.

Background

The Joint Industrial Development Authority (JIDA) has been considering the sale of
approximately 51 acres of land that is located at the western end of Fairview Industrial
Park. The JIDA has determined that the property is infeasible for industrial development
due to the topography and substrata rock, and they would like to sell it for residential
development.

Previously, there had been discussions with Town staff about the potential to restrict the
number of housing units per lot and to increase the requirements for the housing unit
square footage, but no requirements were attached with the application. From the
information submitted by the JIDA, it appears that the property can be accessed from
Stafford Umberger Drive, from the cul-de-sac on Jesse James Drive, or from two rights of
way that extend from North 4™ Street and a right of way that extends perpendicular to these
access points the full width of the property. These latter rights of way are only 40 feet wide
and are unimproved. At the onset of the consideration for the rezoning, the JIDA Staff
contacted one of the property owners about the possibility to relocate one of the
unimproved rights of way. To the best of our knowledge, the property owner decided not to
consider any changes in the location of the rights of way. Town staff has had some
inquiries with regard to this property relative to the rezoning proposed, but has heard no
opinions on the proposed rezoning.

Considerations

The property that is proposed for rezoning is contiguous on much of its perimeter to other
property zoned R-3 Residential. The predominate use of the adjacent properties is
residential (including the mobile home park) and agricultural. Forty-one percent of the
perimeter of the property is contiguous to an R-3 Residential zone, thirty five percent of
the perimeter is adjacent to an M-1 Industrial zone, and twenty three percent of the
perimeter is adjacent to an A-1 Agricultural zone. The industries in the M-1 Industrial zone
