Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity  

 
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Section 7-113 of the Code of the Town requires that the Council conduct an annual 

hearing for the purpose of determining the number of taxicabs or public vehicles for 

which Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity shall be issued during the next 

calendar year. There are several matters that are reviewed by the Council in the course 

of renewing a certificate and those include condition of the vehicle, appropriate liability 

insurance, and other general requirements. Guardian Ambulance Service, Incorporated, 

LifeCare Medical Transports, Incorporated, City Cabs of Wytheville, LLC and Premier 

Taxi Service, LLC, have been notified by mail as prescribed in the Town Code. To meet 

the publication requirements for the public hearing, the earliest the public hearing could 

be conducted would be December 11, 2006. During the public hearing, we will present 

the inspection report by the Police Department. Enclosed are the companies’ 

applications and proof of liability insurance.  
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
