Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity 

 
SUMMARY: 
 
A public hearing has been scheduled to consider renewing the Certificates of Public 

Convenience and Necessity for Premier Taxi Service, LLC and City Cabs of Wytheville, 

LLC for the operation of taxicabs and for Guardian Ambulance Service, Inc. and 

LifeCare Medical Transports, Inc. for the operation of public vehicles during 2007. 

Section 7-113 of the Town Code requires that the Council conduct an annual hearing 

for the purpose of determining the number of vehicles for which certificates shall be 

issued during the calendar year. Two matters to be reviewed by the Council in the 

course of issuing the certificates include an evaluation of the vehicles and evidence of 

the appropriate liability insurance. Enclosed are evaluations from the Police Department 

certifying that the vehicles to be used by these companies are of acceptable standards, 

and also enclosed are certificates of insurance. The Code sets forth that the companies 

must have $50,000 insurance for the injury or death to one person in any one accident, 

$100,000 insurance for the injury or death to two or more persons in any one accident, 

and property damage in any one accident in the amount of $5,000. All four companies 

have the required amounts of insurance. Action on the issuance of these certificates will 

be taken during the regular session.

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 BUDGET AND FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT 

 DECEMBER 11, 2006 

 
1. We have received a request from the HOPE, Incorporated Board requesting 

reimbursement for the real estate property tax paid on their office facility located 

at 680 West Main Street. HOPE, Incorporated occupies the office space formerly 

owned by Appalachian Power Company, and it is currently owned by Mr. and 

Mrs. George Keck of Ceres, Virginia. Mr. and Mrs. Keck provide this office space 

to HOPE, Incorporated rent free, and HOPE, Incorporated is responsible for day 

to day operational expenses, including property taxes. The HOPE, Incorporated 

office complex houses eight different non-profit/human service agencies. The 

total value of the request made by HOPE, Incorporated is $500.80. The property 

taxes in question actually involve two parcels, one being the parcel of land on 

which the actual office building is located, which has a tax assessment of 

$352.48. Immediately adjacent to the office building is a vacant parcel of land 

which has a tax assessment of $148.32. Last year, the reimbursement to HOPE, 

Incorporated was for both the value of the building and land on which the office 

building is situated and the adjacent lot. The vacant parcel of land has a separate 

title and could reasonably be sold for some other purposes. It is the 

recommendation of the Budget and Finance Committee that the Town make a 

donation of $500.80 to Hope, Incorporated provided that if, at any time during the 

upcoming year, the vacant parcel of land is sold, the tax assessment of $148.32 

on this vacant parcel of land will be reimbursed to the Town.

2. The Town’s Police Department has provided information to our Committee that 

may be of assistance in the removal of inoperative motor vehicles at various 

locations in town. Currently, the process set forth in the Town Code is somewhat 

cumbersome in that after an inoperative motor vehicle is identified, notice is given 

by the Town Attorney by way of certified mail at which time the property owner 

has the opportunity to respond. Apparently, other locations throughout Virginia 

have revised their codes to the extent that notice is given to the property owner 

directly from the Police Department, and this greatly shortens the time involved in 

giving notice to have the inoperative motor vehicle removed. While these new 

regulations may expedite the removal of inoperative motor vehicles, there is also 

the potential that significant cost could be incurred by the Town in the removal 

and storage of these vehicles. We want to continue to review these regulations 

and determine if there is a more efficient way of dealing with junk vehicles 

throughout town. Hopefully, by the beginning of the next year, we will have all this 

information available and can make a determination if the adoption of new 

regulations will be beneficial.

 PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE REPORT  
 
 DECEMBER 11, 2006 
 

1. This Thursday evening, the Planning Commission will conduct a public hearing to 

consider certain amendments to the Zoning Ordinance that will revise the 

regulations concerning fuel storage tanks in B-2 Business Districts. Currently, the 

regulations provide that bulk fuel storage tanks must be installed below grade. The 

Planning Commission has previously reviewed this matter and has determined that it 

may be plausible for fuel storage tanks to be situated above the ground provided 

that there are certain setbacks, visual protections, etc. required on aboveground 

tank installations. 

 

Under normal time schedules, the Council would receive the recommendation of the 

Planning Commission at the second meeting of the month and schedule a public 

hearing for the first meeting of the following month. As you know, the Town Council 

will not have a second meeting during December because of the Christmas 

holidays. It would be the recommendation of the Public Works Committee that the 

Council proceed to advertise and schedule a public hearing on this matter for the 

first meeting in January provided that the Planning Commission makes an 

affirmative recommendation following its meeting on Thursday night. This action will 

shorten the time period for the approval phase of this revision. 

 

2. Periodically, the Virginia Department of Transportation updates certain mapping of 

highway facilities. Currently, the Department of Transportation is updating its
